EMRM ACTIVITIES

Projects and events
School of Politics
The School of Politics was held in the period 2004 – 2005.  This is a project supported by the Council of Europe and realized in the countries in South Eastern Europe.  The activities were aimed at educating young political activists about building a society based on democracy and respect of human rights.  In 2004, the School was attended by 40 participants.  The last session was held in Strasbourg, and it was organized by the Council of Europe.  The educational activities were very specific.  In addition to the lectures held by esteemed experts from the country and abroad, there were also political debates with key figures from the political life of the country (Ministers, members of parliament, the President of the Republic of Macedonia and others).  The participants received Certificates from the Council of Europe. 

Knowing More About Europe, We Know More About Us
This is the second time that the EMRM is organizing the project “Knowing More About Europe, We Know More About Us”.  Its basic goal is to bring students closer to the EU through education.  The many events organized as part of the project made this whole event a very pleasant and exciting one.  Debates were organized in many towns throughout the Republic of Macedonia, and the topic of discussion was the new perspective of the Republic of Macedonia within the framework of the Euro-integration processes. A knowledge contest on the EU was organized for 2000 students.  Last year one school from seven towns in Macedonia were involved in the project;  this year five towns participated, with four schools each, encompassing a total of 20 schools and over 10 000 students. This contest was made possible with the engagement of a number of institutions such as: local self-government institutions, schools, universities, ministries, some non-governmental institutions, enterprises and the like.  The project was embraced received with great enthusiasm by all institutions, despite the restricted budget.  The winners of the contest received awards and diplomas, certified by the Bureau for Advancing Education.  The project was led by Prof. Dr. Mileva Gurovska. 
The Marking of 9 May – Europe Day
On the occasion of the Europe Day, 9 May, there were a number of events in Macedonia that involved over 1 000 young people. They included: 
· Traveling caravans across Macedonia

· Central manifestation in the City Park in Skopje

· Address in the Macedonian Academy of Arts and Sciences

· Debate in the Government of the Republic of Macedonia attended by hundreds of political, public and expert figures

· Award “European Speech of the Year”, by which the public and especially the non-governmental organization with a European vocation reward the activities and the contribution of individuals to the process of integration of the Republic of Macedonia in the EU in a given year.  For 2004, this recognition was awarded to the late President of the Republic, Boris Trajkovski. 
International cooperation 

· Nikola Todorovski (Vice President of the EMRM) participated in the work of the session of the Federal Council of the European Movement International, which took place in Hios, Greece in June 2003.  At this time a declaration was passed for including South Eastern Europe into the European mainstream 

· Ljubicia Ruben, Vice President of EMRM participated in the Federal Conference of the European Movement International, which took place in Rome, Italy in December 2004

· Blagoj Zasov (Vice President of the EMRM) participated in the Federal Conference of the European Movement International which took place in Brussels, Belgium in May 2004

· Lidija Nedelkovska (Executive Secretary of EMRM) participated on the session of the Federal Council of the European Movement International which took place in Dublin, Ireland in June 2004
· Dr. Dimitar Mircev (President of the EMRM) participated on the session of the Federal Council of the European Movement International which took place in Lille, France in October 2004. 
The European Movement in the Republic of Macedonia accepted the conclusions to participate in the activities and campaigns of the European Movement International (the transnational campaign for a European Constitutions; Media coverage of MED and the Constitutional campaign).  Bilateral contacts and agreements were established with the movements in Denmark, Hungary and Romania.

This year, one particularly significant issue was the standing of EMRM within the framework of the EMI.  Although the EMRM is a full-fledged nation-member of the EMI since 1993, for the first time this year, the EMRM succeeded in receiving a positive reply to a proposed project and received financial support.  This is the project marking Europe Day in Macedonia in 2004.  It was evaluated as one of the most inventive and most substantial on a European level this year.  Also, for the first time this year, the activities organized by the EMRM were included in the EMI publication issued in 50 000 copies following the celebration of Europe Day.  This is the beginning of a very successful ongoing cooperation.  

The Dublin Conference insisted that EMI give the Movement in Macedonia the chance to prove its potential in international projects, as soon as possible.  Within a month, we received a positive reply and we able to apply for a project within the CARDS program.  The project was carefully prepared in July and August, and the positive response came in Malta, during the International Conference.  This project will be realized in the period starting from March, 2005 to December 2006 in partnership with the European Movements in Croatia, Serbia and Monte Negro, and in cooperation with the European Movement in Germany, Hungary and Belgium. 

On the recent Conference in Malta, EMI also agreed to financially support another very important project– Europe Day 2005 in Macedonia.  And, this is not all.  During the Malta Conference, and the Project Commission supported by EMI, we secured our participation in the project “the Role of European Movements in the Development of Civil Societies in EU Applicant and Candidate Counties”.  This project is now intensively being prepared by themes, and EMRM will participate on equal footing with the European Movements of over 12 European countries.  All this, together with the activities already elaborated, are sufficient facts that illustrate that 2004 was really a year of international affirmation of the European Movement in Macedonia.
