R  E  P  O  R  T

On the Meeting  of Presidents / representatives of the European and Euro-oriented movements of the region of SEE, held in Skopje on 13 – 14.June 2003.

· The meeting was held on initiative and in organization of the European Movement Republic of Macedonia in Skopje, Hotel “Aleksandar Palace”, on 13 – 14. 2003. Participants included: Dr.Corneliu Zeana, President of the European Movement Romania, Mr. Asboth Tibor, Secretary-General, European Movement Hungary, Mrs.Elif Ozdilek, Member of the Board of the Turkish European Union Association, Mr.Dusan Simic, President of the Forum for International Relations of the European Movement Serbia and Dr.Dimitar Mircev, President of the European Movement Republic of Macedonia. Mr. Jadranko Prlic, President of the European Movement Bosnia and Herzegovina and Mr. Velko Ivanov, National coordinator of the European Movement Bulgaria were prevented to take part but greeted the meeting and being informed on the Draft-statement gave their consent for the document. Mr.Vlatko Silobrcic, President of the European Movement Croatia, being also prevented to partake in the Meeting, sent his best wishes, while the European Movement Greece and the Euro-Atlantic Club of Albania were invited and informed but could not have provided participation.

· The meeting was welcome and greeted by H.E. Ambassador Donato Chiarini, Chief of the Delegation of the European Commission in Macedonia as well as by the the diplomatic representatives in Skopje. The first session of the meeting was addressed by Ms.Teuta Arifi, Chair of the Foreign Relations Commission of the Assembly of Republic of Macedonia. The first session was also addressed by Mr.Andreas Klein, Official representative of the Konrad Adenauer Foundation in Skopje. The sessions have been open to public and media. Participants of the meeting have sent a message of congratulation for the jubilee 90th birthday to the founder of the Hungarian European Movement, Prof. Domikos Kossary.

· After attentive debate and having expressed well harmonized assessments and views on the position and developments in the region as well as on the position in each represented country individually, participants of the meeting have adopted a joint Statement (attachment). The document relates to the issues of Euro-integrative processes in the region and the common endeavours of European Movements in that direction. The host, the EM Macedonia was asked to present the Statement through its country’s delegation to the summit of EC in Thessaloniki but also to  the representative office of EU in the host country, to the International European Movement as well as to all cooperating organizations and partners.

· Considerable attention and focus at the meeting was paid to the cooperation of the European Movement in the region, on multilateral and bilateral level as well as to the cooperation with other civic and non-governmental organization. This is aimed at strengthening the capacity of civil societies to efficiently integrate into the European society. In this regard, several propositions have been initiated and adopted by the participants: to develop communications and practice of more frequent and regular meetings of representatives of the European Movements in the region; each national movement can host one meeting from time to time or regularly, to consider common issues and actions; to facilitate contacts and cooperation of the Young European Federalists on a regional, multilateral and bilateral level, but equally the cooperation of other partner organizations. Proposals have also been given on organization of workshops, panel-conferences on issues like the role of women, youth, communities etc. in Euro-integrative processes, training of trainees, exchange of experts, publishing and information activities, cooperation and exchange of material on the web-pages etc. Joint activities could also be organized on the occasion of marking the Day of Europe, each year.  Participants would inform their Movements on these propositions and would keep in touch on the practical implementation. The European Movement RM will provide a follow up of the contacts and communications.

· The participants expressed high appreciation for the initiative and hospitality of this meeting, offered by the European Movement Republic of Macedonia and also warmly thank the media informing on the event, the Konrad Adenauer Stiftung, Finance Union Skopje and Aleksandar Palace for their cooperation.
